Prompt: Dr. Rauchway described the plausibility of facism in America in the 1930’s and 40’s.  Reflect on current events such as, illegal immigration and the Guantanamo Bay detainment camp, and speculate on the plausibility of internment of distinct groups in America in 2006.  Be sure to cite the NY Times.
Society doesn’t have to halt evolution, in fact, it can accelerate it.  I could site numerous examples: the domestication of wheat, dogs and Negroes, the holocaust, etc.; it is only today that we raise opposition to this.  Has the world changed, or have we?  Well, let’s ask another question: is our society still rife with the disease of minorities?  Do our streets not stink with their crime? Do our schools not suffer by their presence? Do their men not rape our daughters?  Yes, but still, we do nothing.  And you ask me why, but I asked you why, and I asked you first.  But I will tell you why, because I am a gentleman.  It is because of government infiltration.  By whom?  I could not tell you.  Why?  I can only speculate.  These questions however, like homosexual rights, do not matter – the real issue is how do we solve this racial question?  

Perhaps we should begin by defining “race.”  It’s like a statement, but you raise your voice at the end, akin to when has someone just cupped your balls; it’s like when you’re not sure of something and you desire a response.  Now that that’s cleared up, I can – unless that’s a question…I don’t know, let me see…“You want to go to the store today?”…Yeah.  That’s definitely a question.  Now, a race is anyone who isn’t like me.  For instance, grass is a race.  It is green and short, and must be mowed down every now and then when it gets uppity – much like the Irishman, but, with fewer freckles.  Lots of things are races, but we are most concerned with the races of people.  People come in all sorts of races, some are funny, some are misshapen, some are mongoloid, and some are superior.   

To question the right of the superior to imprison the inferior is akin to questioning the lion’s right to defend its cubs from the hyena.  But what of the rights of the inferior?  I quote to you a headline from the New York Times:  “Israeli Official Wants Homogenous Nation.”  Now, if a race as unsuccessfully wiped out as the Jews can desire such a pure thing, can one really think it unreasonable for America to – especially considering diplomatic relations with the fledgling Jewocracy?  
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
