She grew up surrounded by wealth from her father’s less than legit business ventures but rebelled against it all at a young age after her mother’s suicide and the abuse she sustained at the hands of an over disciplining step mother. Because of her rebellious nature she moved away from her family home and learned to fend for herself while she was still young.
In her early teens Kendell began to experiment with alcohol, drugs and a promiscuous lifestyle something she thought would all be put behind her after she got engaged to the love of her life when she was only seventeen. The fairy tale ending was never to happen though when the man she loved, working as a fire fighter, was killed during the World Trade Center attacks.

It was after this that Kendell began to go off the rails. Drugs, alcohol and sex became more than simple indulgences and quickly turned into her life. Needing money and not wanting to go back to her family for help she began to valet for wrestlers in small New York wrestling promotions. Once she had seen what the wrestling scene had to offer her it wasn’t long before she was hooked, it was the first thing in her life she felt gave her any control. She began training hard to be able to one day step into the ring. It wasn’t until many years later whilst polishing her lucha skills in Mexico that she finally got her break and was offered a spot wrestling for a small North American Association soon escalating into bigger and better things.
Despite her best efforts and her determination to be the best her addictions began to affect her performance resulting in her stepping out of the limelight for sometime to concentrate on her demons. A year later she’s still fragile from all she has had to endure but knows were her priorities now lie, her career and becoming the best she can be.
