Dear Frances, Edwin & all,


1/2 the month has gone by already fore you know it the kids will all be home, at least for awhile.  C still has plans on going to ASU summer school where Bob is now going.  I don't know about his plans he was to be interviewed for a job at the new Legend City something like Disneyland that is to open soon. Pay $1.35 an hr.  just hope he gets some kind of a job.  Vince still has his paper route gets up tho at 4:30 or 5 in the morn and we sure have been having some windy days a few snow showers they call it here yesterday but now this morn is nice I'm gld as we are to take Terry for a 6wks. check up am to go myself Fri. He's ok has a little rash on his cheeks and chin tho getting big and fat.  Tina is a buster reminds me of Tommy more in that respect. A real doll rt. now at the talking stage tries to repeat everything the kids say.


Bobby came home for Easter & Father Silanis [Salinas] called and wanted him to serve mid-nite Mass so he & I went hard up for servers here I guess.  Bob wouldn't let me drive as I still haven't taken the test intend to do so this summer for sure. told him he could come get us at 1 ir so.  Here we were walking in the door as he was going to come get us. Guess it is a good mile was fortunate it was a nice eve not to cold are anything.  Didn't have to many tho like St. Michaels.


The rest went to 8 when Sari's group sang and they had to stand.  Bobby was a little disappointed that I didn't wake him and we all go like we did at Xmas but with a new baby etc. told him just couldn't do it esp. that early.
