The Glorious Revolution: aka bloodless revolution of 1688, created a “limited 

monarchy” which promised to summon Parliament annually, signs all its bills, and respect traditional civil liberties

Mercantilism and the Navigation Acts: Laws passed by Parliament that barred 

colonial merchants from exporting such commodities as sugar and tobacco anywhere except to England, and from importing goods in no-English ships. Mercantilism describes the assumptions on which the laws rested.

Enlightenment: the dissemination among the educated public of faith in reason 

rooted in an appreciation of natural science and a combined confidence in 

human reason with skepticism toward beliefs not founded on science or strict logic

American Philosophical Society: Organization created by Franklin to encourage 

“all philosophical experiments that let light into the nature of things, tend to increase the power of man over the matter, and multiply the conveniences and pleasures of life.”


Deists: ones who believed that the bible conflicted with reason ad one should 

follow the dictates of reason than the bible, and God, having created a perfect universe, did not intervene in its working but rather left it alone to operate according to natural laws


Great Awakening: outpouring of passionate Christian revivalism


New Lights versus Old Lights: New Lights: ministers and officials revivalists 

Old Lights: rationalist clergy who Anglican, Presbyterian, and Congregational churches
