Camp Out

The girls had a wonderful time camping in the lodge at Seven Springs near Farmington. After arriving around 7:30pm, the girls built a campfire, roasted marshmallows, made smores (yum, yum!), sang campfire songs, worked on Try-Its and played games. The girls were paired with buddies for the duration of the trip. After sleeping from about midnight until 8:00am, the girls made their breakfast: cereal, fruit, milk and juice. Then they washed their dishes and hung their dunk bags on the line outside. The morning was beautiful so the troop hiked on Warbler Trail around the camp and saw the adirondacks, cabins with walls on three sides and a canvas flap for the front wall. The adirondacks have bunk beds and can sleep four. At the Camporee in April the girls will be sleeping in adirondacks. The girls had snacks after returning from the hike: ants on a log made from peanut butter filled celery stalks with raisins on top and a walking salad made from cored apples filled with peanut butter and raisins. For lunch the girls made foil dinners of hot dogs, beans, cheese and onions. They placed them on the charcoal themselves. They also had salad, corn on the cob and kool-aid. Again the girls did a great job of washing their dishes. Each buddy team had a specific kaper to do at each meal and after lunch like sweeping floors, cleaning the refrigerator, gathering firewood, etc. Every team did an outstanding job and the ranger passed us with flying colors at check out time. The girls cleaned up then played more games and designed their own flag ceremony.

During the camping trip the girls worked on their Hobbies Try-it and completed the Girl Sports Try-It. The hike was part of the Outdoor Adventures Try-It.

As a special part of the trip the girls presented the hobbies they are working on to earn the Hobbies Try-It.  Some of the special talents and hobbies included dancing, singing, camping, drawing, and collecting beanie babies, as well as, doing gymnastics, karate, and water sports to name a few.
