Camping Trip Details

Each week the girls have been given camping trip instructions. You should have already received a packing list and directions to the campground.  Just in case you need them, here are the directions to the camp:

Directions to Camp Douglas Long: From the junction of Hwy 220 and I-40 or Hwy 220 and I-85, go south on Hwy 220 to the Old Randleman Road exit. Turn right onto Old Randleman Road. Pass Sumner School and Concord Friends Church on right. Turn right onto Kivett Drive. Go 1.2 miles and turn left onto Graystone Court. Camp gate is at end of the road. Parking lots are on the right and left after you pass the ranger residence. Carry gear to Uplanders unit. It will be on the left.

The girls are to be at the campground on Friday, April 6 at 6:00 pm. Please have them eat supper before they come. They will need to be picked up at 11:00 am on Sunday morning.
