


Technology-Related Journal Review

The technology-related journal selected for review is entitled, “ Learning and Leading with Technology: Serving Teachers in the Classroom.”  The International Society for Technology in Education (ISTE) publishes the selected publication.   The September 2000, volume 28 issue was reviewed.


The intended audience for this publication appears to be classroom teachers and educators of grades 5 and up.    Evidence for this judgment appears in the subject matter of many articles.  For example, a section of the article entitled “Student Voices” featured an 8th grader involved in a program that allowed her to collaborate with a teacher to create an educational website for her (the teacher’s class.)  This generation Y curriculum is primarily for junior high, and older, students and would only be implemented by teachers of those age groups. 
Additionally, almost all of the advertisements, such as Texas Instruments and AlphaSmart 3000, show preteen/teenage children using the advertised materials.
This also leads the reader to believe that educators of this age group have been targeted.


The editorial, by Dave Moursund, was interesting.  He discussed computer assisted learning as away to improve the quality of education.  He believes that it will lead to students using higher order thinking skills, and being able to transfer knowledge to create and activate schemata.  


Also included in this journal is much of the information used for a particular Web quest assignment.  There is pertinent information on graphic organizers and how to integrate technology into web quests and other curricula.  This along with the other information was informative and helpful.  The reader suggests this journal for educators of older students (5th grade and above) as a helpful tool for integrating technology into the classroom and curriculum.
