

1. Take notes on career speakers, career videos and careers you research on the internet, careers from job shadowing, internship or informal interviews.

2. Arrange the career notes and career reports into an organized order and place in some kind of binder, notebook or folder.  No loose pages will be accepted.

3. Include appropriate photos from magazines or clipart from websites.  Include captions with the pictures.

4. Include a variety of careers:  familiar, unfamiliar, non-traditional, possible consideration careers.

5. Organize them into the following order:
· Title Page – include your name, Career Connections, date, number of career reports
· Table of contents

· Reports in appropriate section

· alphabetical order

· Pictures with captions—interspersed throughout the project or placed together in a separate section

· Bibliography

· Career Scrapbook Evaluation Form 
· your self evaluation and grade
6. Career notes may be typed or neatly written.  Evaluation will include the completeness with which each question has been answered, overall neatness and completeness of the project.
7. Each career report is worth 20 points.  The entire project is worth between 200 and 500 points.

A – 25 or more careers (500 pts.)

B – 20 – 24 careers (400 pts.)

C – 15- 19 careers (300 pts.)

D – 10 -14 careers (200 pts.)

8. Turn in the Career Scrapbook 2 days before the end of each nine weeks grading period for evaluation.
