p. 23 Personal Career Plan  Think about all your activities during a typical week.  Which activity do you find most satisfying?  What makes that activity especially satisfying for you?  What does that tell you about your values and interests?
Personal Career Plan  (100 pts.)  Interview a human resource professional to find out what methods companies use to match applicants to jobs.  Ask for copies of any tests or surveys used by the company.  Take the assessment on your own.
