(2) Explore the Career Connections webpage.  Find a link and register for more information and share with the class what you are learning to help you with your future (education or career) www.geocities.com/careercon2003/
(3) Join an Explorer Post.  Attend monthly meetings.  Share what you are learning—class oral presentation, typed/written report, PowerPoint presentation.  You will earn internship hours also.  For the list of Explorer Post “clubs” go to the Career Connections website and click on Career Activities.  
(4) Obtain a mentor in your career area.  Interview the person about his/her career.  Talk to them about your career goal and plans.  Visit them at their work.  Arrange to job shadow your mentor on Groundhog Job Shadow Day.  Contact them regularly by email or phone.  Share what you have learned.  You will earn internship hours also.  
(5) Arrange a job shadow or community service (internship) experience.  Go to the website and click on Job Shadow.  Prepare an activity before and share after job shadowing.
(6) Find articles about careers, (especially your own career interest) new businesses or jobs in the Columbus area in the newspaper, magazines and on the news.  Cut out the article and summarize.  Share about the article in class.
