Attention Foreign Exhibitors: Please note that fees are due and payable in Canadian dollars. Due to consistently fluctuating currency rates, Discounted cheques will not be accepted. Personal cheques will be accepted, however, they are to be payable in Canadian funds. If you send a cheque in US funds, it must be made out for the full amount of the entry and no exchange will be refunded to the exhibitor. Please do not mark cheques “Payable in Canadian Funds” or “At Par”. They will not be cleared by the banks.To simplify the process, we urge that you purchase bank drafts or money orders payable in Canadian funds. Your understanding and cooperation is appreciated. Thank You.  
Per CKC regulation 19.7. It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any participant at an event held under these rules is not subject to indignities.

Entry fees shall not be refunded in the event that the dog is absent, excused by a Veterinarian or Judge, disqualified or barred from competitionby action of the Committee. Exhibitors must abide by errors made in entering their dogs, regardless of how or by whom the entries were made. Change or cancellation of any entry after closing time is prohibited.  The Club reserves the right to refuse any entry subject to CKC rules If because of riot, civil disturbance or acts of God, it is impossible to open or complete the shows/trial, no refund of entries shall be made 
A bitch in season may not compete at Licensed Obedience Trials. Entry fees will only be refunded if a Veterinarian’s Certificate to this effect is received by the Show Secretary before the commencement of the trial.
