Defensive subs: (all are for late in game- 8th inning or later -

(When my team is ahead and the game is close)

Outfield:  Marc McLemore LF, Jim Edmonds RF, and Jay Buhner CF

Infield:  Jeff Bagwell 1B, Q. Veras 2B, Dave Magadan 3B, Mark Grudzielanek SS

Catcher:  Robert Machado

Pinch Hitting

VS RH Pitchers:  Jim Edmonds,  Mark McLemore*, Trot Nixon, Sandy Alomar, Jeff Frye, Glen Barker

VS LH Pitchers: Jay Buhner, Sandy Alomar, Troy O'Leary, Ryan Christiansen, Jeff Frye

* Primary pinch hitter in hit and run situations

MAKE SURE THAT PLAYERS WHO ARE SUBSTITUTED FOR CAN BE REPLACED ON THE FIELD DEFENSIVELY.

Pinch Running

Do only in situations where a run definitely needed, and then only run for catchers, Olerud, Magadan, O’Leary and Buhner, use fastest guys available.  Use Glen Barker to run and steal for anyone when a run is really needed

Hit & Run/Bunting

Always hit and run with Mark McLemore and against lefties John Olerud.  Bunt only with a 'B' or better bunter is hitting and no out runner on 1st or 2nd and 1 out and runner on 3rd, runner must be the tying or winning run in the 8th inning or later.

Stealing Bases & Base Running

Steal 2nd anytime I am a net 5 or higher

Steal 3rd only with 1 out and net 5 or higher.

Always try to score as a net 6 or higher, net 5 in the 8th inning or later and tying or go ahead run or with 2 outs anytime

Always try for 3rd as a net 6 or higher and 1 out, never with 0 or 2 outs

Outfield Throws/Defense

Throw for them at anytime, unless there is an 85% chance or higher of them being safe at the bag. Throw always against tying or winning run. 

Infield Throws/Defense

Don't throw for the runner in situations where there is a sure out, unless it is late in the game and it's the tying or go-ahead run about to score.  Play infield in with runner on 3rd and less than 2 out when a) there is no runner on 1st, b) the runner on 1st if not held has a net running rating of 4 or less c) the batter has less than 50 hard ground out range.

Relief Pitching

Use closer routinely for 2 inning save.  Use a closer as an up to 3 inning setup guy on the day after a 1 or 2 inning out.  Pitch guys assign to long relief for 2 innings max on 1st day and then for 3 innings max on second day.  Limit guys assigned to short relief to 2 innings on the 1st day and 3 innings on the 2nd day of use.
