Defensive subs

7th Inning (or later) and I’m ahead by 2 or more runs:

NONE

Pinch hitting

Greene can PH when there’s a favorable match-up. Dan Wilson or Vizcaino can come in when I need to bunt a guy into scoring position (see below). Vizcaino can PH against LH if not already playing. Use best judgement.

Pinch Running

NONE

MAKE SURE THAT PLAYERS WHO ARE SUBSTITUTED FOR CAN BE REPLACED ON THE FIELD DEFENSIVELY.

Hit & Run/Bunting

Hit & Run with Alomar where appropriate. Late in the game (7th inning on), when I'm trailing, there are no outs, and I need to get a guy into scoring position, feel free to bring in Dan Wilson (or Jose Vizcaino if not already playing) to bunt the man over.

Stealing Bases & Baserunning

Anytime there is a 65% chance or better and I'm behind or fighting for the lead (i.e. tie game). Also, anytime that I have a clutch batter up and I need to get a player into scoring position (within reason. I won't be sending a guy if he only has a 25% chance of being safe).

Outfield Throws

Throw for them at anytime, unless there is an 85% chance or higher of them being safe at the bag. Throw always against tying or winning run. Don't throw for the runner in situations where there is a sure out, unless it is late in the game and it's the tying or go-ahead run.
