GENERAL GUIDELINES ON MANAGING THE TEAM:

*Lineups: Molina starts the 4th game of every series to give Varitek some rest.

Defensive subs: (my infield defense can be pretty poor, so here’s the deal…)

Outfield: Stan Javier for Vander Wal in LF, everyone else is pretty strong, or at least tolerable.

Infield: Vander Wal or Offerman for Stanley at 1B, Counsel for Offerman at 2B. Always sub for Stanley late in a close game.

Catcher: Molina for Varitek.

Pinch Hitting

VS RH Pitchers: John Vander Wal, Stan Javier, Raul Ibanez, Lance Johnson, Scott Hatteburg.

VS LH Pitchers: Stan Javier, Ben Molina, Manny Alexsander.

MAKE SURE THAT PLAYERS WHO ARE SUBSTITUTED FOR CAN BE REPLACED ON THE FIELD DEFENSIVELY.

Pinch Running

Do only in situations where a run is definitely needed, and then only run for catchers, Stanley, Ripken, and Vander Wal; use fastest guys available. Use Johnson, Counsel, and Alexander.

Hit & Run/Bunting

Only hit and run using Offerman, Jeter, and Craig Counsel (if he’s in the game). Bunt only if you feel it is absolutely necessary, and moving a runner is the only option.

Stealing Bases & Base Running

Steal 2nd anytime the runner has a 70% chance or better. Be aggressive, but don’t be foolish/

Steal 3rd only with a 90% chance or better.

Always try to score with a good base runner or higher, in the 8th inning or later and tying or go ahead run or with 2 outs anytime

Always try for 3rd regardless of outs late in a close game, and the runner is a strong base runner.

Outfield Throws/Defense

Throw for them at anytime, unless there is an 80% chance or higher of them being safe at the bag. Throw always against tying or winning run. 

Infield Throws/Defense

Don't throw for the runner in situations where there is a sure out, unless it is late in the game and it's the tying or go-ahead run about to score. Play infield in only when we are behind or ahead by a run, or tied. Otherwise, I hate playing the infield in. Give up the run if you have to. Playing the infield in is silly, most of the time.

Relief Pitching

Use closer for 1-inning save situation. Use common sense when employing relief pitchers, in other words, manage my pen the way you would your own. Remember, all you have to do is realize Wagner is my ace and Lowe is damn close in ability. If Wagner and Lowe are tired, hell, use Percival. He’s excellent, too.
