When is bertiga tiga used?





Bertiga tiga is used when the commander wants the squad to face one direction in threes. However, it cannot be given when the squad was facing RETIRE (BELAKANG). Example of a squad facing one direction in threes:

What does the command mean?





Example: Manghadap ke hadapan, ke Belakang, PU…SING





Manghadap ke hadapan -- The commander wants the squad to face Advance (Hadapan)





Let’s say that the squad is facing retire (Belakang) now:

So, if the commander were to give Manghadap ke hadapan, ke Belakang, PU…SING, the people in the squad will have to turn 180 degree (or Belakang pusing) to face the hadapan.
