Lower control arms are
adjusted by turning eccentrics that move
the arm in or out. Fords are equipped with
oneor the other, but not both.

‘When camber is adjusted at the upper
control arm, caster is also adjusted (we'll
getinto caster shortly). The upper control
armis adjusted in or out to change camber.
‘We add shims to move the arm out, and
remove shims to move the arm in. Moving
thearm out gives us positive camber. Mov-
ing the arm in results in negative camber.
Withasliding adjustment upper control
arm, we slide the arm out to achieve posi
tive camber or vice versa for the negative
‘camber. Moving the arm out moves the top
of the tire out and the bottom of the tire in.
By the same token, moving the arm i
moves the top of the tire in and the bottom
of the tire out.

Vehidle weight on the suspension
affects alignment. When we take weight
from the suspension, we tend to get more
negative camber. The tires “knock-knee”
outward. Put weight on the front suspen-
sion, and you tend to get positive camber
or "bowleggedness.” As the vehicle is
driven, the camber centers itself where it
has been properly aligned. If we have a
degree or 5o of negative camber at rest, this
is where the tire wil sit with the vehi
motion

‘Alignment specialists use a caster/
‘camber gauge to check and adjust camber.
is accomplished by mounting the
caster/camber gauge on the wheel assem-
bly. Bubbles in the caster/camber gauge
work just like the bubble in a carpenter's
level. They tell the technician the camber
by following the bubble’s rek in the fluid.
‘The bubble’s resting point indicates cam-
ber in degrees. The technician moves the
tire/wheel right to 20 degrees, and checks
camber. Then the wheel is moved left to 20
degrees, and the camber s checked. Caster
is checked at the same time at 20/20.

When a caster/camber gauge isn't avail-
able, technicians may resort to a straight-
edge that will show them the “gap,” in
catingtire-tread angle in relation to the
straightedge. This works only when you
can run a straightedge across the two front
tires. The following table helps us under-
stand the relationship between the gap and
camber angle in degrees. This is a good
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backup system; however, stick with the

tried-and-proven caster/camber gauge

whenever possible.
