Church Founded 

1868  (Pic b)
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Tonkawa, Apache, Comanche & 

Choctaw  Indians made their home 

along the banks of Brushy Creek & 

Buttercup Creek 1800 & 10K years 

before

Shell Stone Rock

Quarrying began 

1850

Blockhouse/Tomlinson Fort

built by 60 Texas Rangers in 1836 to 

protect settlers from Indian Attacks. 

Later burned by the Indian

Following the Webster massacre in 

1839 new settlers slowed down until 

it was safer a decade later

Buttercup Community / Doddville 

founded  1850+

Stagestop on Austin to 

Lampassas Stage line – now at 

the bottom of a reservior

GW Cluck recorded 

deed for 329 1/2 acres

Dec 3, 1873 (Pic c)

Joel Sutton 1st Postmaster 
of Running Brushy   Feb 

1874

Harriet Cluck became 

PostMistress of Running 

Brushy   Dec 1874

Limestone Quarry

Started  1877 (Pic d)

Running Brushy 

Community School 

Built 1879 (Pic e) 

Running Brushy name 

changed to Brueggerhoff

1883

after Railroad Official

Narrow gauge Railroad,
