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the most competent lawmen they could find.  They brought in Bill Tilghman, Chris Madsen(a Prussian who had been trained in the Prussian Army), and Heck Thomas(a popular TV show was created about him in the 1970s).

OUTLAW CELEBRITIES-in those days Oklahomans had no sports 

heroes or movie stars to celebrate.  All they had was famous outlaws.  Many an 80 or 90 year old years later would get a sparkle in their eye as they recounted giving water or food to the likes of Bill Doolin or Emmit Dalton.  Otherwise, law-abiding Christian folk felt a bit of pride at having known someone famous-even if they were “murderin thieves.” In August 1893, Bill Doolin and several of his gang got into a “shootout” in Ingalls(10 miles east of Stillwater and five miles north of Ripley) killing three U.S. Marshals.  But Tilghman hunted him down and shot him in 1896 near Yale.  The Dalton Gang shot up a Coffeyville, Kansas bank but Chris Madsen got their leader near Kingfisher in 1896.  Tilghman and some of his men got Ned Christie with a cannon near Tahlequah.  Cattle Annie and Little Britches(two fifteen year old girls)terrorized southern Osage County but were caught, convicted and sent to reform school in Connecticut. One by one they were captured and law and order finally prevailed by 1900.

TERRITORIAL GOVERNORS-were appointed by the President-not elected.  They belonged to the party of the President.  Hence, 6 of Oklahoma Territory’s 7 governors were Republican. George Stevens, Abram J. Seay, William C. Renfroe(the only Democrat-appointed by Cleveland), Cassius Barnes, William Jenkins, Tom Ferguson(Edna Ferber’s book Cimarron was based on Ferguson’s career), and Frank Frantz served as the territorial governors in Guthrie.
