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agree with the idea of America getting involved in World War I.  The Socialist Party agreed with Bryan publishing the statement “This is a rich man’s war and a poor man’s fight.”  In 1917, a poorly organized group of Oklahoma farmers marched on Washington in the Green Corn Rebellion(that’s what they ate on their trip to Washington) protesting America’s entrance into World War I.

THE DEATH OF THE SOCIALIST PARTY IN OKLAHOMA-Three things killed it:.  Most Americans really believed America’s involvement in the war would keep the world safe for democracy.  Wars drive up farm prices.  Armies need lots of food.  Oklahoma’s farmers prospered during the war.  Many made enough to buy the land they farmed.  They didn’t feel they needed the Socialist Party looking out for their needs so much anymore.  Socialists in several other states engaged in terrorist activities(the bombing of Wall Street) and this type of “lawlessness” offended the conservative-Christian sensibilities of Oklahoma farmers.

RESULTS OF THE WORLD WAR I YEARS-Tulsa grew rich.  It took a lot of gas to fight WWI.  It made Tulsa the “oil capital of the World”. Negroes from Oklahoma were drafted and fought in the war.  They came home feeling like they were entitled to a bigger piece of the “American dream.”  All of this would set the stage for a very “turbulent” 1920s in Oklahoma.
