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Today’s Lesson Title:  THE 1920s-DECADE OF DISORDER!-PART ONE-anyone paying attention could have figured it out.  The 1920s were going to be “trouble” for Oklahoma.  We started the decade by doing two things that drew national attention:  We sent the second woman ever elected to Congress on the idea women shouldn’t be allowed to vote and we sent the only Congressman certified “insane” to the U.S. Congress.  Today’s lesson will focus on the 1920s in Oklahoma.

MISS ALICE-Alice Robertson, granddaughter of the missionary to the Cherokee Samuel Worcester owned a cafeteria in Muskogee and was a self described good Christian.  She had opposed the 19th Amendment giving women the vote.  She ran for Congress in 1920 and the men of Oklahoma voted for her.  She only served one term(two years) but the fact the voters sent her to Congress made Oklahoma voters look very confused to the rest of the country.

Old Manuel-Manuel is short for Emmanuel.  From the time he was born his mama had told him he was the second coming of Jesus-that he was Jesus Christ.  He believed her.  State authorities locked him up in the mental hospital in Norman but good lawyers got him out.  He ran for Congress from the 8th  District in 1920 as a Republican.  His opponent died at the last minute of a heart attack and Manuel Herrick became the first certifiably insane Congressmen ever sent to Congress.  It made Oklahoma voters look pretty silly. 

THE KKK-was first started right after the Civil War was over in the 1860s.  But President Grant very quickly “cracked down” on them and they all but disappeared.  But then during
