Tony Randall-Tulsa-Central High School, movie and TV star(The Odd Couple)1940s(still performing and 1st time father at 78)

Paul Harvey-Tulsa-Central High School, radio and TV commentator, 1940s(still on the radio every night)

John Hope Franklin-Washington High School, Chairman of History Department, Harvard University, 1940s(still teaching)

Angie Debo-from Marshall.  PhD. Princeton, author of ten books on Oklahoma-internationally known historian. 1940s

Dale Evans-from Davis(Turner Falls)-movie and TV star, 1950s

James Garner-from Norman-movie and TV star(The Rockford
