Outsiders and Rumble Fish.  Still lives in Tulsa.

Leon Russell-Will Rogers High School-1967-Country-Western and Pop Singer.

Alfie Woodard-Will Rogers High School-1969-Movie Star(too many movies to list-The Delta).

Reba McIntyre-from Stringtown(south of McAlester)-1972-Country-Western singer, Broadway star(Annie Get Your Gun), TV sit-coms.

William Pogue-Charles Page High School, 1970s Astronaut

Sam Harris-Charles Page High School, 1970s, Broadway Star

Wilma Mankiller-1980s-first woman to serve as the Principal

Chief of the Cherokee Nation-Advisor to several Presidents.
