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lush, thick, and tall green grass.  He describes an Indian dessert-honey roasted pecan clusters.  He left a detailed description of the natives and the wildlife living just south of the Arkansas River and  northwest of what is now Muskogee, up towards Porter, and on up to present day Haskell, Oklahoma.

SCALPING-had not been an Indian practice before the French came to America.  The French trappers and traders introduced this form of torture and humiliation into Indian warfare.  Thereafter it became standard treatment of a defeated enemy.
