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and his men stayed in the area about a week.  He kept a journal and made detailed drawings of the Indians, plants, and animals in the area.  We know he camped at the “sand springs”.  We know he spent at least two nights at the Tullahasee village.   We know he camped where Jenks is today.  After a week Wilkinson and his expedition floated on down the Arkansas and eventually back to civilization but not before they had gained a vast wealth of information about the part of Louisiana we now call Oklahoma.
