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COMMERCE-with the settlement of  where the borders were to be, more and more white traders felt safe in starting trading posts in what is now Oklahoma.

Auguste Chouteau-began his trading post  near present day Salina in 1817.  He built a huge log mansion that was always open for hospitality.

Colonel Hugh Glenn-began a trading post on the Verdigris River(east of present day Tulsa) in the early 1820s.  He carried on a profitable trade with traders traveling to Santa Fe.

Three Forks-where the Grand, Arkansas, and Verdigris Rivers come together(north of Fort Gibson and south of Wagoner near present day Okay, Oklahoma)became the busiest trading area in what is now Oklahoma.  Nathaniel Pryor and Ben Hawkins both built large trading posts.  Partners Brand and Barbour also built a trading post nearby.

The period after the War of 1812 was won became a period when much development occurred in what is now our state.  Forts, roads, established boundaries, and the development of thriving trade were all made possible because of the “era of good feelings.”
