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So what did all this mean in practice?  On occasion an Indian would offer a European settler his wife or daughter for “hospitality.”  Or an Indian might ask for a settler’s wife or daughter, etc.  Differences in sexual attitudes caused Europeans to conclude the Indians were more animal than human and the Europeans began treating the Indians as animals.

Also, Europeans saw raising food as “God’s work.”  Indians saw farming as women’s work-beneath the dignity of any self-respecting male’s concern.  So Europeans saw male Indians as lazy and male Indians saw European males as feminine and weak.

These  cultural misunderstandings led to many conflicts.
