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ment for voting was dropped in 1820.  And besides, he was the first presidential candidate born in a log cabin.  And if elected, he promised to solve the “Indian problem” which poor whites understood as “I’ll move the Indians west so you can have their land.”  Even so, Congress chose Adams and the poor white man had to wait another four years for the “Indian problem” to get solved.

THE ELECTION OF 1828-John Quincy Adams turned out to be pretty much a failure as a President.  He couldn’t even get along with his own party and so consequently he didn’t get much done during the four years of his presidency.  Andrew Jackson ran again in 1828.  And again, he promised if elected he would solve the “Indian problem.”  He won by a landslide.

But at great personal cost.  During the campaign Federalists suggested that he and his beloved “Rachel”(Jackson’s wife) might not be legally married. After he won the election she had a massive stroke and died.  By the time Jackson moved into  the White House he was a very bitter man.

JACKSON’S ATTITUDE TOWARD NATIVE AMERICANS

Jackson was what modern psychologist would call a “conflicted man.”  He was an old Indian fighter.  He was bitter toward Native Americans because of the Fort Mimms incident during the War of 1812.  Yet, he didn’t see them as children or victims-he saw them as worthy opponents and almost as equals.

At one point he ordered the killing of a whole Chickasaw village.  He even killed a Chickasaw woman.  When he rolled her body over he found her three month old baby son underneath her.  He adopted the baby and raised him as his son.

Such was the 7th president of the United States.
