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THE TREATY OF DOAK’S STAND(tavern)-was signed between the U.S. Government and the Choctaws at Doak’s Stand, Mississippi in 1820.  The Choctaws traded five million of their acres in Mississippi for 13 million acres in southeastern Indian Territory.  The result was they got several million dollars from the government to pay for moving expenses and the best land in what is now Oklahoma.  Most of the Choctaws moved voluntarily and early.
