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Today’s Lesson Title: THE CREEK REMOVAL-the story of Creek removal is even more tragic than that of the Choctaws.

To make a bad situation even worse, the Creeks were a very divided tribe.  They suffered at the hands of the U.S. Government and they suffered from their own internal strife.

Today’s lesson will focus on the Creeks and their move to Indian Territory.

THE LOWER CREEKS-were mixed blood Creeks led by the McIntosh family.  They resided in Northern Georgia and after the War of 1812 began to be pressured by the U.S. Government to move west.

THE UPPER CREEKS-were full blood Creeks who lived in Alabama.  They were led by Opothleyahola.  

THE CREEK COUNCIL-was a group of leaders from both the Lower and Upper Creeks.  In 1811, they passed a law imposing the death penalty on anyone who signed an agreement with the 

U.S. Government giving up any Creek land.

THE REDSTICKS-were Creek Indians who sided with the British during the War of 1812.  When the British lost the war

the U.S. government began to force the Creeks to give up their land.

THE EXECUTION OF WILLIAM McINTOSH-by the 1820s McIntosh believed the only way the Creeks would survive was for them to move west to Indian Territory.  Convincing the U.S. government that he was the main chief and could sign treaties for the whole tribe, he signed the Treaty of Indian Springs on February 12, 1825.  The treaty exchanged the Creek lands east of the Mississippi for new land in Indian Territory.

The Creek Council met, passed judgment on McIntosh and
