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and shot him dead in his own doorway.

A NEW TREATY-in March 1832, Opothleyahola and six other Creek chiefs signed a new treaty giving up all Creek lands east of the Mississippi for new lands in Indian Territory.  Some of the Creeks under the leadership of Opotheyahola moved on west to Indian Territory.  Others would not move.  The government refused to stop whites from moving on to Creek land and war broke out.  President Jackson sent Brigadier General Winfield Scott to end the Creek War.  General Scott rounded up 15,000 Creeks and moved them west-2500 of the them in chains.  Many died on the trail west.  And because the government wasn’t ready for their arrival at Fort Gibson in March of 1837 some 3,500 Creeks died of starvation and disease when they arrived in their new home.

FURTHER DIVISION-By the time the Upper Creek arrived in Indian Territory in the Spring of 1837, the Lower Creek under the leadership of the McIntosh family had already been here for several years.  At first they disagreed about who should be their leader, but finally the late-comers accepted Roley McIntosh(son of William) as their principal chief.  The Upper and Lower Creeks seldom mixed socially and the bitter division continued on into the Civil War days of the 1860s.
