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Today’s Lesson Title:  THE TRAIL OF TEARS-THE FINAL CHAPTER-Several treaties had to be signed before large numbers of the five nations could be moved to Indian Territory.  Today’s lesson will focus on those treaties that  eventually cleared the way for the forced migration of the Cherokees which has come to be known in American history as the Trail of Tears.

THE OSAGE CESSION-signed in 1808 gave up land in northeastern Indian Territory and southwestern Missouri.  Accused of atrocities against whites moving into Missouri the 

Osage were forced to sign over this land.

THE LOVELY PURCHASE-William L. Lovely was the Indian Agent to the Cherokees already living west of the Mississippi River by 1816.  George Guess(Sequoyah’s English or birth name) was the leader of this western band of Cherokee.  They had settled along the western border of Arkansas.  As white settlers began pouring into the area culture clashes occurred.  Lovely was sent from Washington to buy new hunting lands for the Cherokee.  He bought a strip of land thirty miles wide from where Sallisaw is today north to Siloam Springs in Indian Territory.  This is called the Lovely Purchase.  Unfortunately the purchase led to conflict with the Osage in the area and a bloody battle was fought in 1817 near Claremore Mounds.  But the Cherokee won and firmly established their place in eastern Indian Territory.
THE QUAPAW CESSION-was signed in 1818 and gave the U.S. Government title to all the lands between the Canadian River(that runs through Oklahoma City)and the Red River.  After the Indian Removal Act was passed the Chickasaws and
