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Today’s Lesson Title:  NEWCOMERS-after the Indians already living in Indian Territory were forced to give up some of their land because they had fought on the losing side in the Civil War, the U.S. Government began moving other Indian tribes from all over the United States to Indian Territory.  Grant’s Indian Policy would speed up this process of Indian removal after 1871.  Today we will focus on some of these latecomers and what happened to them in Indian Territory. fought west of the Mississippi River?

Wynndot, Peoria, Ottawa, Shawnee, and Miami-were moved into the northeast quadrant of Indian Territory.  For the most part they were woodland Indians from back east and there was plenty of game in their part of Indian Territory so they did well enough.

SAC-FOX-were first moved from Illinois into Iowa after Black Hawk was defeated in the 1830s.  Then Chief Keokuk moved his tribe to Nebraska, Kansas, and finally Indian Territory in 1869.  They received most of what had belonged to the Seminoles west of the Creek Nation(around present day Chandler and Stroud). Again, the Sac-Fox did fairly well in their new home.

DELAWARE-were woodland Indians moved from back east into the northern part of the Cherokee Nation(where present day Kansas, Oklahoma, and Siloam Springs, Ark. are located today).

OSAGE AND KAWS-by the 1870s, there were only 2000 Osage Indians left.  They bought what is now Osage County.  Later, when whites bought the Osage allotments for farms, the tribe managed to keep the mineral rights under their land .
