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Dullknife-led a large segment of the Southern Cheyenne north to Montana to rejoin the Northern Cheyenne in the early 1870s.  The U.S. Army had to round them up and return them to Indian Territory.

Many Cheyenne were killed in the campaign.

NEW FORTS-were built after the Civil War by the U.S. Army in Indian Territory so the army could be close at hand to keep the Indians on their lands.  Fort Sill was built near present day Lawton.  Fort Reno was built about 20 miles west of what is now Oklahoma City.
