How to put an icon in front of your address

First, draw a 32x32 (or 64x64) image that you wished or resize an available image into 32x32 (or 64x64) using any image editor you had. Make sure it is still visible when it is tiny. Export and save the image in gif or jpeg format. 

Later, Google for icon maker and download any available software there. I'm using this at the moment, trial software. Will go search for better and free software when I have the time, this morning too lazy to search d. 

Open the icon maker; create a new page with correct resolution (32x32 or 64x64) and import the image you drew earlier in. Save the image as .ICO format. Now your image is in icon format.  

Upload the icon u made to any file hosting site available and copy the URL link of the icon. 
Paste it in the blue code.

"<link href='Your URL Link Here ' rel='shortcut icon'/>"
And paste the whole code into your template HTML code.
