Report Formats


The folks at TQS have come up with some alternate report formats, so I thought I’d run them by you and take a vote on which format people like best.  I’ve enclosed sample team reports from each of the five formats and put a letter at the top of each sample.  Take a look at the samples and give me a call with the sample you like best.  Basically, we can have any combination of two options:  1) include games played by position info or not, and 2) show weekly stats in parens or in a separate section.  Please let me know ASAP which format you prefer.  In brief, here’s a description of the features of each sample:





SAMPLE A


This is similar to the format we’ve used for the first two reporting periods.  The difference is that it doesn’t show games played by position for each player.  Since there are fewer columns, I can print this with a larger type size, which should make it easier to read.  The downside is that you’ve got to go to some other resource to find out if your player meets the 5-games-played rule for moving to a new position.  This format also has the weekly stats in parens following the season total stats.





SAMPLE B


This is the format we’ve used for the first two reporting periods.  This format has the games played by position, and the weekly stats in parens following the season total stats.





SAMPLE C


This format keeps the games played by position info, but breaks the weekly stats out into a separate section, rather than putting them in parens.  This format is very similar to the format of the Roti-Stats samples that many people liked.





SAMPLE D


This format also uses the Roti-Stats-like format with weekly stats broken out into a separate section, however it eliminates the games played by position info, which means I can use the large type size.
