Rule Change


The Problem:  You read in the newspaper Tuesday morning that your star outfielder is due to come off the disabled list in time for Thursday night’s game.  However, since he won’t be activated until Thursday, the rules say you can’t bring him off your Reserve List until the following week.  So you watch him hit a homer and steal a base on Thursday night, then go 10-for-15 with 4 HR and 12 RBI in a weekend series in Colorado, accruing all these stats for your Reserve List.





The Solution:  The Executive Committee, in their infinite wisdom (no matter what aspersions Mr Holian decided to chuck our way) has decided to eliminate the rule that states you cannot activate a player from your Reserve List until he is on an active major league roster.  This seems more in keeping with the atmosphere of free roster movement that we adopted when we went to Ultra rules, in fact, for all we know, there may not be a rule preventing the activation of DL players under Ultra.  The Rotisserie constitution is not very clear on this.  





What this means is that you could have called up that star outfielder from your Reserve List on Tuesday and gotten all of his stats, even though he wasn’t activated by his major league team until Thursday.  So, if you want to activate a player who’s due to come off the DL within the next week, you’re free to do so.  And, yes, it also means someone could activate a disabled pitcher in an effort to protect their ERA, but, remember, they’ve still got to meet the minimum IP requirement.

Late Note:  The Rebels raised an issue about whether this new rule would now allow owners to bid on free agents who are on the disabled list.  While this was not part of the original intent of the rule revision, it might be something we want to do.  However, until the Executive Committee can mull it over, the new rule applies only to players on a CFCL reserve list and a major league DL.  CFCL free agents and minor leaguers on CFCL Reserve Lists are NOT eligible to be activated from the Reserve List until they are on an active major league roster.
