Rule Clarifications


Last week I wrote about the new rule allowing you to activate injured players from your Reserve List before they come off the DL.





We’re now proud to announce that we’ve greatly expanded this rule to include minor league players and bidding on DL players.





You are now allowed to activate any player from your Reserve List at any time.  This can be players on major league disabled lists, suspended players, minor league players, or your beloved pet beagle.  The only requirement is that the player be on your Reserve List.  Keep in mind, though, that if you activate a minor leaguer (whether or not his major league team has called him up), his contract is set to D.  





In addition, you may also use your Free Agent Acquisition Budget to bid on free agents who are currently on the disabled list.  If you acquire such a player, though, he must be placed on your Reserve List for at least a week.  This parallels the rule that states that active free agents must go on your Active Roster for a week after you acquire them.





The next step in this process would be to allow you to use your FAAB to bid on unowned minor league players during the season.  We’re going to hold off on this for now until we can think it over some.  What we may end up doing is having minor league free agent auctions twice a year or so.  Obviously, though, we’d have to give careful thought to when we do this, if we have a limit on the number of players you acquire, or even whether we want to do it at all.

TQS Reports/Web Page


So what do we think so far?  How do you like the TQS reports?  Specifically, are there any changes you’d like to see?  And I don’t mean things like “I’d like the reports to show my team in first place.”  TQS is currently in the process of making changes to specific league reports, based on requests from the leagues, and if we have changes we’d like to see, now’s the time to ask.  





One thing I plan on asking for is that they remove the DH column from the Games Played section (Rich suggested this), and use the extra space to insert a divider line between the Games Played section and the Current Period section (similar to the divider between Current Period and Year-to-Date Period).





Another thing to consider is the length of the team pages.  Some teams have made so many transactions this year that I’ve had to change the size of the font for those team in order to keep it on one page.  For example, compare the page for the Ruffins with the page for the Meisters.  If the Ruffins continue to add players, I’ll have to shrink the font size again soon.  Another option would be to ask TQS to combine all the players in the “Stats of Previously Reserved Hitters” into a single line.  The same could be done for the previously reserved pitchers.  Obviously, it means we’ll lose some detail on the reports, but it may keep us from going blind.





Does anyone have any other ideas or suggestions?





Those of you with access to the league web page will have seen the new design by now.  Apparently, more changes are on the way, including a News page which will feature information from (or links to) Usenet, USAToday, and user contributions from hometown newspapers.  Other feature will include “A links page:  last night’s games, today’s match-ups, injury reports, pitching match-ups down the road, transactions, other hot/cool/neat things – Dr. Juice has a nice list.”  Don’t ask – I have no clue who Dr Juice is.  Finally, there will be an Experts page (“The 3 Q&A guys and the 3 columnists”) and a Rotisserie Values page.  There are also rumors that a personal team tracker will be available to those owners with e-mail.  This will send you a daily e-mail with your player’s stats from the night before.  In addition, it will flag any player who is listed on the injury report or on one of the news pages.  There’s no details on when this might be available.





We also have the option of adding any links or graphics we want to our web page.  I don’t know about a graphic because 1) it will take the page longer to load, 2) I couldn’t think of anything appropriate, anyway.  If anyone has ideas for a picture or drawing, let me know.  If you have any pages on the web you’d like to share with the rest of us, feel free to tell me about those as well and I’ll have a link added to the page.
