Surfin’ With Bud


The attendance figures for last weekend were barely in and Bud Selig was all over the internet proclaiming interleague play an unqualified success.  





''I said it before and I'll tell you again, interleague play is a permanent part of our landscape and it will get bigger and bigger and bigger,'' said Selig.  Nothing could spoil his day, not after he learned that the much-debated interleague play had produced a 37% boost in attendance.  ''The fan will tell you whether or not this is a success,'' Selig said.  ''I thought it was a great idea.  And the fan now is giving a very powerful message: They love it.'' 


Selig, long a proponent of interleague play, said he spent most of Monday on the phone with fellow owners and heard no complaints.   Selig said the true measures of success are attendance increases at ballparks that didn't feature geographic rivals such as the Mets-Yankees or Cubs-White Sox.  


''The Dodgers went up to Seattle, 58,000 people, They're getting a chance to see people they've never gotten a chance to see,'' Selig said. 


Is he the biggest ass on the face of the earth or is he just stupid?  Does Selig really believe no in Seattle has ever seen Mike Piazza or Raul Mondesi?  This is probably the stupidest argument I heard in support of interleague play.  Maybe you could have made this argument in the 40s, but now with so many games available on television and cable if I want to see Ken Griffey Jr or Mark McGuire or Roger Clemens, it’s fairly easy to do so.  And I can see them a lot better and get a lot more out of the experience by seeing it on television than I can from a $17 upper deck reserved seat.





A 37% increase in attendance sounds nice, but as ESPNET SportZone pointed out on their web site, attendance in June is always higher than in April and May.  In addition, weekend games are a better draw than games during the week.  SportZone compared the attendance of last weekend’s games to the games during the same weekend last year.  Suddenly that 37% increase in attendance shrinks to only 13%, most of which can probably be chalked up to the novelty of the whole thing.  Novelty is the only thing interleague play has going for it, and Selig illustrates what an idiot by saying he wants it to “get bigger and bigger” (thereby eliminating the novelty).
