Realignment Blues II


The Professor (Dave Holian) had some interesting and helpful input on the schemes I presented last week for dealing with realignment.





As you’ll recall, the main problem with the “Eye for an Eye” idea (holding a special draft limited to the teams that come over from the AL using the money we lost on players that went to the AL) was that teams might not be adequately compensated for the players they lose (the Rebels getting only .01 for Kile).  The professor’s idea was rather than just using the CFCL salary, use the average of the CFCL salary and the value as calculated by one or more outside sources, for example, TQS and John Benson.  Say that at the end of the year, TQS says Kile is worth .27 and Benson says he’s worth .31.  Average these two values with Kile’s salary (.01) and the Rebels would get .20 in compensation for Kile, which is much more reasonable.





Another problem facing us was deciding which league to use should there be total realignment with the formation of two totally new leagues.  The Professor had a simple, yet brilliant solution for this one.  Should the National and American Leagues be eliminated, the name of our league pretty much dictates that we use whichever league the Cubs end up in.  There’s no way to argue with that one!
