Bidding/Waiver Tie Breaker


For various decisions, such as deciding who gets free agents and players claimed on waivers, ties are settled in favor of the team who ranked lowest in the most recent standings.  Just to clarify this rule, “most recent standings” is considered to be the standings through the previous day’s games, NOT the standings that were mailed out the previous Tuesday.  Obviously, the standings sent via the mail are a week old by the time the next transaction deadline rolls around, so we’ll use the standings that appear on the stat service web page on Tuesday morning. 





This, of course, raises the issue of a possible advantage those of us with Internet access may have over those who get the standings in the mail.  To even things out a bit, I’m happy to announce the establishment of …








The CFCL Standings Hotline


I’ve set up a special voice mailbox that will allow anyone with a touch-tone phone to retrieve the most recent standings.  Here’s how it works – each morning, I will leave a message in the mailbox with the standings through the previous day’s games.  To check the standings, you do the following:





1.  Dial in to one of the following numbers:


		(312) 507-9800


		         950-1704 – Chicago-area toll-free (no need to specify area code)


		(800) 321-2914 – Out-of-state toll-free





2.  When the Welcome message starts playing, press the pound key (#).





3.  You will then be prompted for a mailbox number.  Enter my mailbox number (73995).





4.  You will hear me saying my name and then be prompted for a password.  Enter 232598 (CFCL98).





5.  A message will play, giving the standings and point totals for each team.





6.  When the message finishes, you will be prompted with a couple options:


	Press 1 to replay the message


	Press 2 to delete the message and hear the next one


If you want to listen to the standings again, press 1.  However, DO NOT EVER press 2 – this will delete the standings and no one who calls in after you will be able to get them.  Even though the prompt says there is a “next message”, there will not be one there.  





7.  When you’re done, press the star key (*) to disconnect.








A couple of points – I will try my best to update the message every day, including weekends, although there are bound to be days when I simply won’t be able to do it (at least not right away).  You can expect the message to be updated by 9:30 or 10:00 AM on most weekdays – it will probably be later on weekends.





Hope this helps you out.
