This book is published each spring by Stats, Inc and is a collection of statistic-based essays about both the previous and the upcoming seasons.  In addition to being enlightening and fascinating, the book is great because each essay is only 2-3 pages long, which makes it a perfect book to keep handy for when you’ve got an extra five minutes to kill. Players of the Week
