Here’s a list of everyone who, according to my records, is eligible to be signed to an X contract next spring.  Take a look at the list and if you feel I’ve left someone off, let me know:





V Guerrero - Copperfields


T Dunwoody - Lambchops


L Hernandez - Dem Rebels


J Gonzalez - Six Packs





If you own one of these players, see the CFCL Constitution for details about your options for signing these players at roster-cut time.





Of course there are several players out there who have already been signed to X contracts:





E Renteria - Lambchops


A Jones - Ruffins


B Wagner - Ruffins


S Rolen - Ruffins


S Estes - Slackers





Owners of these players have two options, and only two options, for next year:





Sign the player to a long-term contract, with a base salary of .03 more than their current salary.





Release the player.





For example, if the Lambchops choose option 1 (sign long term) for Edgar Renteria, his base salary becomes .07 (.04+.03).  They then have to sign him to at least a two-year long term contract using that base salary and an additional .05 for each year beyond the upcoming year.  Say they decide to sign him for 4 years (through 2002).  Johnson’s salary and contract going into this year would then be .22G (.07+.05+.05+.05).





Note that for players under an X contract you do NOT have the option of signing them for just one more year at the current salary, like you would with an option year (C contract) player.  The option year for X contract players was the previous year, not this year.
