Draft Day Info


Draft Day will be Saturday, April 3 and the Draft is set to begin at 9:30 AM, probably lasting all day.  You should plan to stay the entire time scheduled.  Of course, if we finish earlier, you're free to leave, but we will not rush the draft for owners who have evening plans.


There will be the usual pre-Draft proceedings (Executive Committee elections), so we'd like everyone to make sure to be on time.  Please don't show up before 9:00, but anytime between that and 9:30 is fine.





A note on food and drink for the draft – I will supply the traditional CFCL pretzel rods and licorice (Twizzlers, of course).  However, for beverages (as last year), it’s every man for himself.  Rich will have a little space available for keeping beverages cool (a couple cans or bottles per person – you can rotate others in as you take the cold ones out).  


Everyone will also be responsible for bringing their own lunch this year (unless you really think you can survive ten grueling hours on Twizzlers and pretzel rods).  Please try to be sensible with your lunchtime selections – sandwiches, etc. – don't be bringing a frozen pizza or a casserole to pop in the oven.





Along with this note and the directions enclosed here, you'll find a list and a copy of the rosters.  The list is a list of everyone who was cut by their CFCL team, and the rosters show how the all teams stand after the cuts were made.  On Draft Day, I will have the complete list for everyone of all the players available in the draft and their position eligibilities.





NOTE:  Since we’re drafting before Opening Day and before official 25-man rosters are set, the list I’ll be providing will consist of my best guesses of what the current major league rosters are (those of you with Internet access can download an in-progress copy of this list from the CFCL website).  I've been trying to keep track of non-roster invitees and demotions to the minors, but there are bound to be some guys I miss.  All the obvious people will be listed, but one or two may slip through.  





In cases where teams still have 47 guys on their roster, I will remove players from the Draft eligibility lists based on their spring training appearances (it’s pretty obvious that a guy with 3 spring ABs won’t be making the team).





As always, I'm making no guarantees about the accuracy of the list.  It should be used only as a supplement to your own research.  Note, however, that it will be the OFFICIAL list, so if you try to nominate someone not on the list, you’ll have to convince me he’s still on the roster.  





Some of you are now officially past due on your payment of league fees.  Please send a check right now -- remember, we won't be allowing time for money collection at the Draft.





Finally, just a couple more notes about the draft.  Along with the list of who's available, I will provide worksheets for you like the ones last year.  These will be forms with everyone's pre-draft rosters printed on them and with spaces to fill in the roster as the draft progresses.  I will also have sheets for everyone to fill in the reserve rosters for each team.  Our supplies will otherwise be limited, so if you need extra scratch paper or pencils/pens, you might want to bring them yourself.





I’ll have the big color-coordinated name cards to flip up and down to show who’s in and who’s out of the bidding.  The name cards make the bidding go a lot more quickly and smoothly.  Speaking of smoothly and quickly, please remember to use courtesy in bidding.  This does not mean that you can't call Ken a slimy, scum-sucking lizard when he raises your bid on Vinnie Castilla by a penny.  We just don't want you to take a minute and a half to decide if you're going to raise it another cent.  Twenty seconds should be enough for an educated owner to decide, and thirty seconds should be enough for Kelly, so that's the general rule we'll use.  We won't use a timing method to begin with, but if things start to drag we'll have to institute a thirty second rule.





Well, that's about it.  There's less than a week 'til D-Day.  Good luck!

DIRECTIONS TO THE DRAFT





Whether you're coming from I-290, I-294, I-355, or somewhere else, you're probably going to want to end up heading west on I-88.  If you know of a shortcut to DIEHL or EOLA, feel free to take it, but here are the Official 1999 Draft Directions straight from Rebel Headquarters:








Take I-88 west to ROUTE 59 (south).





Take ROUTE 59 south to DIEHL ROAD (the first stoplight).





Turn west (right) on DIEHL ROAD.  Take DIEHL to EOLA.


Note from Rich: you'll weave around a bit and go over railroad tracks.


I think EOLA is the first stoplight, but don't hold me to it.





Turn south (left) on EOLA.  Take EOLA south to OGDEN AVENUE (probably 5-6 miles).


Note:  Waubonsee Valley High School is at the intersection of EOLA and OGDEN





Turn west (right) on OGDEN.


Note:  You will pass Rush Copley Medical Center.  Once you pass a Cement Company on your right hand side, get ready to turn left.  At the intersection is a big red sign that says SUMMERLIN.





Turn left at the SUMMERLIN sign, then turn right at the entrance to the community (first possible right).





Take this street to CONWAY (the second street).





Turn south (left) on CONWAY.  Take CONWAY south until it dead-ends into GRANTHAM LANE.





Turn west (left) on GRANTHAM to 1694 Grantham Lane (on corner).
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
