Extra Stats

A couple times in the last year or so, newly-elected Executive Committee member David Holian has suggested that we replace the Batting Average category with On-Base Percentage, which is much more indicative of a hitter's worth.  We never got organized enough to fully investigate the switch, but Dave suggested that we add the stat to our weekly reports, just for illustrative purposes.  This sounded like a great idea, so we've added OBA to the stats that print for hitters on the free agent listing and team reports.  In fairness, we also added Strikeouts (SO) for pitchers.  On the free agent listing and the listings on the web page, where there is more room to display stats, Runs Scored (R) will show for hitters, and Holds (HO) will show for pitchers.  Note -- these categories DO NOT count toward the standings.





Kangaroo Report

Prior to this year's Draft, the Executive Committee revamped the Kangaroo Court and put in place a pair of "Captains Courageous" to be responsible for dispensing fines during the Draft and throughout the year.
