Assault on the Record Book

With only two weeks left in the season, it's time to take a look at which CFCL records are in jeopardy of being broken this year.

The Copperfields, Ruffins, and Meisters all have a shot at setting a new mark for batting average, topping the record of .293 set by the 1994 Meisters.

The Copperfields will need 17 HR over the last two weeks to match their record of 308, set last year.  The mark of 1135 RBI, which the Copperfields also set last year, could tumble as well if the Coppers can drive 38 runs in the last two weeks.

As always, no one is coming near the Bald Eagles record of 312 SB, set way back in 1988.

The pitching categories should also be safe, with the records for Wins, Saves, ERA, and Ratio clearly out of reach.

The Copperfields and Rebels will probably both shatter the old records for Offensive Points (39 - 1996 Rebels) and Pitching Points (40 - 1997 Copperfields), and the Coppers, Rebels, and Go-Go should all top the mark for Total Points (74 - 1997 Copperfields).  Of course, these old marks were all set in the days when the highest possible point total was 80.  With the expansion to 12 teams, the 'perfect' score is now 96.

We track a separate set of season records for expansion teams in their first year, and I'm happy to report that Bruce's Witzke a Go-Go have already set new marks in the HR and RBI categories, beating the old records held by the 1998 Slackers.  They also have a shot at topping the expansion team Batting Average record of .285, set by the 1994 DoorMatts.
