IMPORTANT:  New Transaction e-Mail Address

I’ve set up a new e-mail address to receive CFCL transactions.  It’s mainly for the weekly Tuesday transactions, but you can also use it to report mid-week injury-related moves or trades.

This new address is rostmove@aol.com.

The new e-mail address will provide several benefits: 
Having all the transaction messages and ONLY the transaction messages in one place will help me be a little more organized. 

It reduces the risk that I’ll accidentally open a message and get a sneak peek at a Free Agent Bid. 

You will be able to e-mail your transactions several days in advance and not have to worry about them sitting in my e-mail box where they run the risk of being lost in the shuffle or accidentally deleted. 

Suspicious owners who have AOL or AOL Instant Messenger can add the "rostmove" screen name to their buddy lists and watch to make sure I’m not sneaking pre-deadline peaks at Free Agent Bids on Tuesday morning (though my track record in acquiring free agents should make it clear there's no hanky-panky going on). 

You will be able to e-mail me with questions, etc., on Tuesday mornings using my regular e-mail address (dmahlan@aol.com), and I’ll be able to open the messages and respond before Noon.

If you’re reporting a transaction that is to be effective mid-week (as the result of a trade or Major League transaction), it’d probably be a good idea to still send it to my dmahlan@aol.com address as well, just to make sure I see it.
