This week I’m posting the Calendar and Schedule from the original Rotisserie League book, a hilarious look at the day-to-day life of a Rotisserie League owner.  

In addition to being funny and nostalgic (for names like Gene Richards, Paul Householder, and Ozzie Virgil, Jr.), it serves as an interesting reminder of what fantasy baseball used to be like.  Remember, when the Rotisserie League and the CFCL were first founded there was no Baseball Tonight, there was no Baseball Weekly – heck, there was no USAToday.  The invention of the World Wide Web was still almost 10 years away, and the use of the Internet was limited (for the most part) to the government and eggheads at universities.  

As you’ll see, life (and the game) was pretty different back then.  The most jarring shock has to be that the first standings weren’t typically released until May 15!  Now, we’re used to having standings available the day after the Draft, and having them updated every day through the end of the season (and according to TQS, soon they’ll be updating the standings while games are in progress – almost batter-by-batter!).  Back then, the only source for stats was The Sporting News, which didn’t start publishing stats until mid-May.  Each week, from May – October, we’d have to sit down with a copy of The Sporting News, and transfer the stats by hand onto worksheets, manually calculate the totals for each team, then figure the rankings and standings.  And then type everything up on a manual typewriter.  Yikes!  We’ve come a long way, baby…
