Rotisserie Memories

This week it's another Team Profile:  the GethersWag Goners.  This team was, I believe, the first co-owned team in Rotisserie League history.  A few years later, the co-owners would split up, with Glen Waggoner taking sole owner ship of the newly-named Glenswag Gonners and Pete Gethers moved on to found Peter's Famous Smoked Fish.  For a long time, until the reigns were handed over to John Benson, Waggoner was the force behind the yearly editions of the Rotisserie League Baseball book. 
The CFCL Deadline and MLB Roster Moves

A couple of times this year (most recently, last week with Deion Sanders), we’ve had a situation where an “anticipated” MLB roster move is widely reported in the media well before the move is actually made.  

For example, it was reported and discussed in numerous outlets that the Reds would be activating Deion Sanders on May 1.  Coincidentally, May 1 was a Tuesday, our transaction reporting day, and as we discovered, there was heavy bidding for Sanders last week.  This was fine, because the Reds officially activated Sanders well before the Noon deadline.  But what if there had been no official move by the Reds until after Noon?  Would the free agent bids still have counted?

Similarly, we’ve lately had several advance announcements of teams planning to call players up from the minors or activate them from the DL.  Is the announcement of a team’s intentions enough to allow a mid-week roster move by the player’s CFCL team, or does the MLB move have to be official before the related CFCL transaction can be processed?

The Executive Committee has mulled things over and ruled that the announcement of an anticipated move in MLB is not enough to justify a related transaction in the CFCL – the MLB move must be “official” before the CFCL move can be made.  This means that if the Reds had waited until game time last Tuesday night before officially activating Sanders, none of the bids for him last week could have gone through.

In determining whether an MLB move is “official” or not, the CFCL Front Office will use the following sources:

For Free Agent Bids, if the player is listed on the Free Agent listing at the TQS website, then he’s eligible to be bid upon.  NOTE:  Since I don’t know what TQS’s system is for updating the Free Agent listing, I guess it’s possible that a player who’s not listed would be eligible.  This is most likely to happen when a player is called up from the minors or traded from the AL shortly before the transaction deadline.  In these cases, the player will be eligible as long as the MLB move is “official” as defined immediately below.

For Disabled List/Minor League Moves, the MLB transaction must have been reported in one of the major online baseball news sources (ESPN, USAToday, Sportsline, etc), appear as a press release on the MLB team’s website, or appear on the list of MLB transaction on the TQS website.  It must be clear that the move has actually happened – stories or notes about moves an MLB team plans to make are not “official.”
