The Huge Competition for a Piddly Little Used Paperback

Last week I wrote about obtaining an extra copy of the original 1984 Rotisserie League Baseball book and my plans to award it to a lucky CFCL owner.  Eric Lamb wrote to suggest I give it to the team that finishes in 6th place this year (kind of an additional bonus to go with the #1 draft pick in 2002).  I thought that was a great idea (thanks Eric!), but I also thought we could have a lot more fun with this.

Here’s my idea:  we’ll have a season-long competition for the book, with points being awarded all year long.  Some of the points will be for answering a quiz or trivia question that I publish in the weekly report.  Other points will be awarded for random events during the season.  By the end of the year, the owner with the most points gets the book.

Here are some examples of point-winning activities/events:

You’ll get points for correctly answering a trivia question/quiz.  Points will vary based on difficulty, every owner who answers correctly will get the points.

You’ll get 15 points if your pitcher throws a no-hitter or your batter hits 3 homers in a game.  NOTE:  I’m pretty sure I’ll hear about all the no-hitters, but there’s the chance a 3-HR game might slip past me, so if one of your players goes deep three times in a game, drop me a note to let me know.

If your player is named NL Player or Pitcher of the Week you’ll get 5 points.  10 points if you have the Player of the Month.

The owner who comes closest to predicting the Cubs’ final record will get points.  This will actually be done multiple times.  I’ll ask for predictions at the end of May, June, July, and August.  The owner whose May prediction comes closest will get 25 points, the June winner will get 20 points, July will get 15 points, and August, 10 points.

There will be other point-winning events, all of which I will attempt to document and track (along with updated standings) on a website.  I’ve got a lot going on right now, so it may be a while before I get this all organized, but I will start tracking points immediately.  Points for Players/Pitchers of the Week/Month and for no-hitters/3-HR games will be retroactive (assuming I can track down the information).

You never know where a point-winning question will pop up – most will probably appear here in the weekly report, but they could also show up on the CFCL webpage or on the message board at TQS.

To get things started off, here’s the first mini-contest:

Rotisserie League Book Competition

I’m asking this one now, before any early voting returns are released:

Name the 8 position players who will be elected to the 2001 National League All-Star team.  NOTE:  what we want are the top vote-getters at each position, NOT the actual starters – a player could conceivably be elected and not play because of injury, etc.  You will get 2 points for each player you correctly identify.

BONUS:  Who will be the starting pitcher for the NL?  3 points.

DEADLINE:  Answers must be received by Noon on Tuesday May 22.

CFCL Message Board

I’m glad to see that the message board on the main page at the TQS website is getting some use.  Once in a while I’ll browse around and check out other leagues hosted by TQS (there’s a full listing of their leagues at   http://www.tqstats.com/_baseball/_leagues/index.pl?2001), and I’ve always been surprised at how much other leagues use the message board for league communication, trash talk, etc.  It really seems to build in another layer of camaraderie, so I’m glad to see we’re taking advantage of it as well.

A couple weeks ago, a CFCL owner called to ask me how to post to the message board, and I realized that it may not be all that straight forward.  So, here’s what you’ll need to do to join in the message board fun:

First, you’ll need to access your private team page.  You do this from the main TQS page (http://www.tqstats.com/_baseball/_leagues/_cfcl/index.html) – directly under the message board is a little drop-down menu where you select your team.  Then in the box next to your team name, enter your password.  If you haven’t manually reset your password yet, it should be “cfcl2001”.

NOTE:  If you haven’t checked out your team page, you’re really missing out.  In addition to allowing you to post messages to the main TQS board, you can send private messages to other teams, view your box score from the previous day’s games, and see news tidbits about the players on your team.

Once you’re on your team page, look to the blue area on the left.  Near the bottom there’s a button labeled “Post Msg”.  Click this button and you’ll be taken to a page where you can type in a message, select where you want the message to be posted (main board or a team’s private board), and click Submit to send the message.

Rotisserie Memories

This week’s excerpt is another Rotisserie League team profile – that of Dan Okrent’s Okrent Fenokees.  Okrent, of course, is the Father of the Rotisserie school of fantasy baseball.  It was Okrent who first called together some friends for lunch at La Rotisserie Francaise to brainstorm the rules of the Rotisserie League and lay the foundation for the whole fantasy baseball industry.

Okrent has always been my favorite of the original Rotisserie League owners – first, he invented a pretty cool game; plus he’s written some great non-Rotisserie baseball books; was a main contributor to Ken Burns’ Baseball documentary; is a huge fan of my favorite tenor sax player, Scott Hamilton; and appeared as a jazz historian in “Sweet and Lowdown”, a film by my favorite writer/director, Woody Allen.

Okrent’s team profile for 1984 is admittedly short and not terribly entertaining, but it’s got to be included for historical reasons.  Okrent made up for his less-than-stellar 1984 profile a few years later when he wrote my all-time favorite Rotisserie League team profile, which was composed almost completely of classic American song titles and lyrics.
