None of the players who are traded from the American League to the National League ON Tuesday, July 31 will be eligible for free agent bidding until the following day (Wednesday August 1).  This includes players who are traded over on Tuesday morning, before the usual Tuesday transaction deadline.  Players traded to the National League PRIOR to midnight, Tuesday July 31 can be bid upon on Tuesday.

On Wednesday, August 1, bidding will be allowed on ALL players currently in the Free Agent Pool.
